     Teens face many pressures today.  They are searching for a place to belong and are often confronted 

with decisions regarding peer pressure, sex, drugs and alcohol.  Compiled with the pressures to perform 

well academically and prepare for the future, high school can be overwhelming. 

     School Counselors do more than just schedule students for classes.  They provide social, emotional, 

educational and career counseling.  Adolescence can be a difficult and confusing time for both students 

and parents.
